CHATEAU AQUITAINE

This castle built by the outstanding architect Victor Louis
in the 18th century was announced a national historic
landmark in 1943. Initially it intended to serve

as a residence for Louis XVI, but as the French Revolution
came, the well-planned chefs-d'oeuvre remained
unfinished.

For a long time Louis XVI couldn’t find a castle fitting
his royal status in Aquitaine. An aristocrat from the
king’s inner circle decided to restore his own estate
according to the wishes of His Majesty. Start of
restoration two years before the expected revolution

was a real prove of courage and dedication. The restora-
tion work was entrusted to the famous architect Victor
Louis who found a very original solution for those
times: he designed the castle in the neoclassical style
and used a flying bird as a facade decoration.

By the beginning of the French Revolution the

architect finished only one wing of the castle.

However, that fact made no matter: the revolution

took all spare time of the king and he couldn’t visit

the castle.

The castle with a 45-hectare vineyard has not remained
without the owner. Since the 19th century it has
belonged to the famous governor of Réunion and his
descendants. Until now they take care of it and organize
various exhibitions and receptions. The castle is really
amazing: there are 188 rooms, beautiful halls, ancient
libraries and a chapel. Also there is a wine storage of
the 19th century and 45 hectares of vineyards. Production
output: 200,000 bottles per year; there are two own
appellations.
